The Outdated Mindset: From Cost

Successful SMBs are shifting their focus from merely
patching problems to using technology for efficiency,
innovation, and strategic growth. This demands

The Widening Gap Between SMBs

Confidence in technology spending is not uniform
across the SMB landscape, creating a disparity that will
separate high-growth companies from those that lag.

Overall, 55% of all SMBs plan to increase tech
spending in the next fiscal year. However, this
confidence is concentrated in larger SMBs (100-
2,500 employees), with 67% planning to increase
spending. Meanwhile, only 30% of the smallest SMBs
(1-92 employees) plan to increase spending, with 56%
expecting spending to remain flat.
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This gap highlights a critical need for flexible,
value-driven small business managed IT services.
Smaller businesses have tighter budgets and cannot
afford the high costs and complexity of large-scale
enterprise solutions. They require cost-effective,
transparent, and flexible IT solutions that deliver
maximum value.

This demand is what is fueling the rapid growth of

the managed IT market, which is projected to grow
significantly by 2026, driven largely by the needs

of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs).! By
partnering with a local MSP service for SMBs, Denver-
area businesses can access enterprise-level tools and
expertise without the enterprise-level overhead.

Artificial Intelligence (Al) is a key driver for current
tech investments that is fundamentally changing how
small businesses operate. This technology offers
unprecedented power to streamline workflows

and boost productivity for businesses of any size.
However, the speed of Al adoption is outpacing most
SMBs' ability to govern it securely, creating critical
gaps in data protection and policy.

Al is a Key Investment Driver

Al is a major driver of technology adoption, with 27%
of SMBs significantly accelerating their investments
due to Al requirements. For business leaders, the
appeal is clear: 84% believe Al positively affects their
organization's productivity.” The expansion of Al tools
is rightly noted as a top technology trend for 2026.

An Al Security and Governance Gap
While the productivity benefits are tangible, the
security implications are often overlooked. The rapid

deployment of Al has created a vast new security and

governance gap:

e Incidents are Rising: Nearly 9 out of 10 business
leaders (86%) reported at least one Al-related
security incident in the past year.®

e Policies Lag: Alarmingly, only 51% of SMBs
have implemented Al security policies, leaving

them vulnerable to data misuse and intellectual
property loss.”

e Unrestricted Use: 22% of companies allow
unrestricted use of public Generative Al (GenAl)
tools, creating serious risks of data leaks and
non-compliance.®

The Visibility Problem of “Shadow Al”

One of the greatest new risks is "Shadow Al," which is the

unapproved use of Al tools without company approval

or oversight. This creates a severe visibility problem:

e 60% of IT teams cannot see the specific prompts
or requests made by employees using GenAl tools.?

e 60% of companies lack confidence in their ability to
identify unapproved Al tools in their environments.?

Without proper governance, Al becomes a high-risk
security liability. Managed IT support for SMBs must
include strategies to manage, secure, and govern these
powerful new tools.

The Critical Demand for Proactive Cybersecurity
Cybersecurity threats have never been more
critical, especially for the Denver small business
community. Limited resources and often-strained
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internal I'T capacity make SMBs attractive targets
for cybercriminals.

The Threat is Escalating

The numbers confirm the severity of the threat: 27%
of SMBs have experienced a cybersecurity attack in
the last two years.! The evolution of technology has
allowed attackers to automate and scale sophisticated
attacks, with Al-powered attacks proving three

times more successful than traditional methods.

The consequences are devastating, as the average
recovery cost for a malware attack rose sharply to
$2.73 million in 2024, up from $1.82 million in 2023.#

SMBs Are Dangerously Unprepared

Most SMBs are simply not prepared to handle this

level of sophisticated threat. A common framework

used to assess readiness, called Cybersecurity

Maturity Stages, shows where most businesses fall:

e Only 4% of all companies globally are in the
Mature stage.®

e Avast majority (70%) remain in the Formative
(some deployment) or Beginner (initial
deployment) stages.®

e Small businesses are the least prepared, with 65% in
the Formative stage and 13% in the Beginner stage.®

The consequence of this low maturity is fear: 61%
of SMBs worry that a serious cyberattack could put
them out of business.” This reinforces the necessity
for proactive IT support for small businesses that
provides comprehensive, 24/7 security.

The Challenge of Tech Sprawl and Integration
Beyond the security risks of Al and cyberattacks,
small businesses face a daunting internal struggle with

managing and integrating their vast array of digital tools.

Complexity is a Top Pain Point

Integrating new solutions with existing systems is

the second most pressing technology challenge for
SMBs. This technical debt forces companies to spend
two-thirds of their I'T budgets just on maintaining and

upgrading existing systems, diverting valuable capital
from innovation and growth.!

SaaS sprawl refers to the uncontrolled growth of

cloud-based applications within an organization,

leading to redundancy, poor integration, and

management challenges. Consider these figures:

e The average organization spends $49 million
annually, spread across 60-80 different products.®

e \Worse, I'T only manages, on average, 16% of an
organization's SaaS.°

This lack of centralized management means money
is wasted on redundant apps, and security is
compromised by unmanaged user permissions.
